Cycling and Access to Dunblane, Bridge of Allan & Stirling Stations – Update May 2002

1. Introduction

This is to keep everyone up to date. Circulation and contacts are at the end. The project is a cycle route from Doune to Dunblane Station to Bridge of Allan Station to Stirling Station and improvements at the three rail stations as detailed below. A cycle route does not always mean a dedicated cycle-only lane. Methods will vary.

2. Funding

· Stirling Council has Public Transport Funding (PTF) of £3,741,000 over the next 3 years

· “special” funding ,cannot be used for anything else

· supplemented with other public private partnership funding 

3. Details

Dunblane 

· Cycle links to Dunblane Station from Barbush Estate, Doune and Keir roundabout

· Cycle and Motor cycle parking, CCTV , Real time information at Station on monitors

· Bus shelters ,Taxi phones

· The original bid included funding of feasibility and design work for station parking- see section 5.  This was not successful but the Council is to resubmit a bid this summer. 

Bridge of Allan rail station

· Cycle links from Keir roundabout, Cornton and the University to the Rail Station

· Cycle and Motor cycle parking, CCTV, Real time information using monitors, 

· Improvements to pedestrian/disabled access, Taxi calling facility

· New station shelter , Extension to car park and bus turning area 

Stirling Station

· Cycle links to station from Cornton and Mellville Terrace

· Covered cycle and motorcycle parking ,CCTV Extension of car park, 

· Covered link from rail station to bus station, Improvements to station forecourt 

· Second pedestrian bridge from Forthside to Station Forecourt (contribution)

4. Consultation – Outline

· A meeting was held on 16 May in Dunblane and some details are attached. There was general support for the cycle links in principle. In response to the general feeling, the single carriageway option between Claredon and Kier will not be considered further. There was no time for planned workshops and these have been re-scheduled for 13 June

· Workshops to be held times etc details in section 6. These are for everyone to help decide what the issues are, identify options and the pros & cons of these options.  The ideas will be examined and feedback given before deciding which options to develop fully.    

· specialised ongoing consultation with the Police, cycling organisations schools etc.

· regular involvement with Community Councils. 

· Before any stages are constructed immediate neighbours will be notified with a drawing showing the proposals (these will also be copied to Community councils)

· If planning permission or Road Traffic Orders are needed, there are separate, additional, processes with rights of objection by those affected. Community Councils are included.

5. Other details

Parking in Dunblane

· A parking survey is to be carried out in June 2002. Conclusions & development of solutions to be discussed with the Community Council, Dunblane Forum etc

· However the Council has been encouraged to submit a bid for further funding to improve parking in association with the rail station. The deadline will probably be July. The bid will be for funding to examine options and carry out design work. This bid will outline possible ideas but no firm proposals. We would then bid again for the money to build. This would only be for parking for rail users. Funding for parking for other users is not currently available but alternatives will be explored. 

Stirling Station

· Station Square development is being jointly developed with the PTF proposals. Following public consultation a planning application has been submitted.
