Cycling and Access to Dunblane, Bridge of Allan & Stirling Stations Update September 2002

1. Public Meetings and Workshops, May and June 2002

Attached is a summary of the public meetings and workshops held in Dunblane, Bridge of Allan and Stirling in May and June this year. Table 1, also attached, lists the questions and comments noted.

2. Dunblane High School Board

A Transport Planning Officer from Stirling Council attended a meeting of the Dunblane High School Board on the 19 June 2002. The Board expressed concerns about Old Doune Road in its existing state relating to the pedestrian traffic moving up and down, especially at school peak times. Stirling Council said that this, and possible alternatives, would have to be looked at carefully. The Council is keen that the school should be kept involved in the consultation process.
3. Kilmadock Community Council

A Transport Planning Officer from Stirling Council attended the Community Council meeting on the 2 September 2002 to talk about cycling in and around Doune. Matters raised of particular interest to the Access to Stations project were:

· there was a query asking whether horses could use off-road sections of the cycle route; Stirling Council said that there was a general presumption that horses could use cycle tracks as long as access agreements were not against and unless they were specifically forbidden for any other reason;

· there was general support for the cycle link from Doune to Dunblane Station.

4. Action Plans

We are working on action plans and a project programme at the moment, and hope to have consultants appointed to work up detail designs soon. No work will start without further consultations.

Further Consultation
· There will be an ongoing involvement with community individuals and groups as the project develops, and will continue through construction. 

· Statutory processes such as Planning Applications, Road Traffic Orders and Neighbour Notifications will strictly adhered to.

· Consultations to discuss action plans and matters of detail will be arranged as soon as there is something ready for discussion.

Parking in Dunblane

Stirling Council is investigating car-parking issues in Dunblane, and is bidding for Public Transport Funding to improve car parking for rail travellers. A parking survey has been carried out and a survey report will be available soon. A travel survey of residents is also being carried out to find out how and why people travel to the town centre. The survey questionnaire has been  circulated through the Dunblane Community Council newsletter. To date, about 100 questionnaires have been completed and returned to us.

Stirling Station

The planning application for Station Square, including the Station forecourt, is going to Planning Panel in October. The latest plans show provision for cyclists on Station Road and Goosecroft Road, but details for the forecourt have still to be finalised. A separate planning application has been submitted for the new footbridge. Details of the footbridge will be available later.
